Such a park exists in Europe in the town of Brunssum in The Netherland - Blote Voeten Park (literally "bare foot park") https://barefootpark.eu/en/
Their website states "... feed your feet with 100% natural stimuli. The Barefoot Park is adventurous, challenging, healthy and philosophical." The park features a cafe serving healthy meals, snacks and drinks,
and admission is $13 adults (age 13 and above) and $7 children (age 2-12). The admission fees and cafe revenue could pay for staffing and maintenance, making this a profitable long-term venture. People
book for 2-hour sessions to avoid crowding, and it is a great place for the kids to play while families spend a day in the Birkdale Community Precinct.
This project ticks the boxes on at least three of the five proposed themes: Environment and ecology; Adventure and recreation; and Education and discovery, and could easily incorporate all five themes in its
implementation.
This may become the only dedicated barefoot park in Australia, with huge potential for exclusive marketing to interstate and overseas tourists and locals alike.
Lockers or storage bays for footwear are required, as is a feet-cleaning area (bench seating with foot troughs and taps) after completing the park experience. Possibilities exist for further revenue in t@l
or sale of logo-towels and souvenirs. Glass containers & bottles, sharp objects, etc must be prohibited, so the Barefoot Park requires fencing, locking gates and security measures in place.
Another great plus of this feature from the planning aspect is that it requires no specific land shape - ideally 3 to 5 hectares of land, but the shape can be incorporated and adapted to acc her
facilities and features. It can be long and narrow, horseshoe-shaped, oval or any shape whatsoever.

The direct communications between Australia and the USA provided by the Birkdale site and its companion transmitting station at Hemmant were crucial for Allied victory in the Pacific.

The stations used High Frequency (HF or “short wave”) radio to send and receive their messages. Whilst the functions of two stations have been replaced by satellite links and undersea cables, HF radio is still
widely used.

One of the largest users of HF radio are licenced Amateur Radio operators. Amateur radio operators use HF radio to contact their counterparts all over the world.

To this end, it is suggested that the best use of the building would be to demonstrate and encourage participation in radio communications, information technology and electronics.

Willards Farm house and out-buildings, restored to best-practice heritage conservation standards, would showcase the parts played by the Willards and successive owners / occupants in the history of the
settlement of the Capalaba — Birkdale — Thorneside area. The history of timber-getting, of dairying, and of agriculture and horticulture in this area could be highlighted with displays and demonstrations of tools
and techniques. For example, the use of an axe, cross-cut saw, barking bar, maul, wedges and the brush hook could be demonstrated. The use of other wood-working tools could be included. Demonstrations
of hand-milking and butter and cheese-making. Traditional methods of ploughing, sowing and harvesting of fruit, vegetable and grain crops could be demonstrated in a small community heritage garden and a
small area under crop cultivation.
A small café could provide refreshments. But what is not needed is a plethora of semi-permanent modern portacabins, containers and marquees which would detract from the heritage value of the house and
other original buildings.

The 62 hectares must have minimal disturbance since the land provided the setting, the curtilage that allowed the farm to function and prosper. The land is associated with the government-promoted agricultural settlement in
Qld.

The land must have minimal change because it is integral to the success of the Willards, Cottons and the US radio Receiving Station, European Heritage.

Ensure the Conservation Agreement, between the Commonwealth and Redland City council, is maintained for long-term protection and conservation of:

Koala, listed as Vulnerable - to promote and enhance their survival and viability and protect koala habitat

Protect Ecological communities — Subtropical and Temperate Coastal Saltmarsh and Coastal Swamp Oak Forest

Protect Biodiversity and habitat eg hollow trees.

Prepare an Environmental Management Plan to ensure compliance with the Conservation Agreement to ensure protection of species and their habitats.

Protect the land to respect Indigenous Culture — Quandamooka country. Locate and protect existing and further artefacts and keep in situ, archaeological studies.

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Dear Mr Chesterman, Thank you for providing the community with the opportunity to comment on the Birkdale Lands Precinct. This is a beautiful area of greenspace and should not be overdeveloped. Any development in the Precinct needs to be
respectful of the WHOLE community and the wildlife the area is home to, not just a few select groups. Today, when Pandemics could be a way of the future, it is important for governments and councils to protect our environment. If we don’t have a
clean, healthy environment then we won’t have a healthy planet. We relocated to the Redlands some 17 years ago having been attracted by the village like lifestyle and the natural environment. At that time the Redlands laid claim to the largest urban
population of Australia’s iconic koalas and much greenspace.

Council is encouraging the commnity to “help shape a world-class asset for the Redlands Coast”. Unfortunately, many of the ideas presented on the “Imagine — Bi

Council website, will effectively damage the very assets which make the site unique. Once this process begins it is very difficult, if not impossible to reverse. ideas presented on the Council website show large scale swimming pools and white-water
rafting. This would involve large scale earth-moving and huge amounts of water. Questions need to be answered about where this water is going to come from. Chemicals required to keep the water healthy enough for human use would likely leach into the surroun ent and eventually into the groundwater. It is significant that the City Plan’s Community

Birkdale Community Precinct” While packed with many good ideas and information some of the artists’ impressions look more like a theme park or sideshow alley. The website does mislead viewers as to what is possible on the Birkdale Land. For example,
the leading statement in Fact Sheet 1.: Imagine a place where families and individuals could come to play, swim, cycle and connect with others — water play, adventure sports, walking and cycling trails, picnic areas, perhaps paddock-to-plate or other ventures. There is nothing about enjoying the natural assets and the unique flora and fauna! There has already been discussion above about the dangers of large-scale disturbance of
the site which would follow from many of these uses and cause saltwater intrusion which is potentially capable of damaging the whole site, including the conservation area. Birkdale Community Precinct, at almost 10 times the size of the Gabba precinct, has plenty of room for many exciting projects. The Gabba site is actually very small so it is hardly a convincing comparison. There is no information given about the constraints on
the Birkdale site and the false impression is created that all 62 hectares are open for development. According to the Cardno Report, only about 22 hectares is available and some of that is constrained. Imagine — the Survey The paper copy of the survey includes some of the most leading questions and confusing ranking imaginable. The over-riding statement that the site’s identified environmental, cultural and historical significance
will be protected (highly debatable, given the information in the consultants’ reports) is tantamount to telling people ‘not to worry’ about protecting these assets making them less likely to rank them highly (because they think these areas are already being protected!). Question 1 is a grab bag of activities likely to appeal to a small number of the community, many of which are not appropriate or even possible on this site. It is gallin
that respondents cannot agree with walking tracks without also accepting cycling on these tracks. Question 2. When asked to “Please rank on a scale of 1-5 the importance to you of the following values identified at Birkdale Community Precinct” it is most likely that most people will go ahead and mark their preferences, using 1 for the most important and 5 as the least important. Few would read the small print which tells them th
opposite. The next statement is an appalling attempt to influence the answers, quieting the misgivings some may have about how the site is going to fit all these things in and to once again, ‘not worry’ about the environmental and heritage values as they are already protected. Remember, there is ample space available to accommodate numerous projects and ideas and the site’s environmental and heritage values will be protecte
whatever is decided for the site. Question 3 has the same flaw as Question 2 and virtually invalidates the results of this paper-based survey. On the online survey it is a little easier to see the correct way to rank the importance values but it still contains the misleading sentence quoted above. Alternative Vision KAG would like to see on the Birkdale Land: a centre of excellence for the environment that truly builds on the uniqueness
of the Redlands; a centre that proudly shows its commitment to the protection of koala habitat and is rewarded by increasing numbers of koalas that are easily seen in their natural environment. This will encourage visitation by locals and tourists, both international and Australia-wide; a centre that proudly shows its connection to the land and its formation dating from 2 million years ago to the present; a centre that proudly show:
its connection to Indigenous people from 60,000 years ago to the present; a centre that also links us to our early farming history showing how the practices have changed over the years and even more recently the story of the World War Il use of the land. KAG approves of many of the ideas depicted in the suggestions for the Birkdale Land that are sensitive and low impact: carefully placed and constructed walking tracks that lead
the visitor to the main attractions of the site from the restored Willards Farmhouse to the Radio Receiving Station (which would be an ideal place for an historical museum describing the role the station played in WWI1); on to the natural lagoons formed along the flowpath from the underground springs — carefully restored using natural vegetation; on to the peaceful walk along the creek with the wildflowers in bloom and the view
of the creek; then along the mangrove fringe and up onto the River Terrace to marvel about its formation and rare trees; and also to see the remains of the wartime communication systems and the magnificent melaleuca wetlands. We do not need to build Disneyland or any other white elephants on this site — its attractions are already there! We do not need to build artificial rapids or pools that would be so expensive and
destructive to build and an absolute nightmare to maintain. We do not need bikes flying past and endangering walkers — we want people to walk slowly and thoughtfully to actually see what is in front of them — not flashing past to get to somewhere else — we already have bike tracks elsewhere for that. 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a usage proposal Introduction: The land on Old Cleveland East is a unique opportunity to provide a community asset in Redland City. The proposal to site a State whitewater facility to cater for a possible 2032 Olympic Games would represent a gross misuse of a scarce resource on a site
advertised as a “Community Precinct”. There is only one whitewater facility in the Southern Hemisphere for several reasons. The required footprint would eat up the majority of the available Birkdale developable land, provide a “White Elephant” for future generations, uses finite land
resources for a sporting facility that is used by a tiny percentage of the population mostly from outside the Redlands. Is highly energy inefficient and the cost of operating such a facility is burdensome. The only facility in Australia is the Penrith Whitewater Stadium located in Penrith NSW.
The facility is operated by the Penrith Council and in the last two years prior to the Covid outbreak recorded a loss of $250,000 per year. Usage charges are currently $94 per person for 90 minutes positioning the experience outside the cost of many families. The inclusion of swimming
facilities will not cover the total operating costs. Redland City has one of the lowest Council provided public pool provisions in Queensland. There is only one public pool on the mainland at Cleveland leaving the rest of the city down to Redland Bay without a Council public pool facility. If
Council were serious about providing a swimming facility it should be located where it is needed. The Birkdale site is only 5 kilometres from the only existing Cleveland pool and 5 kilometres from the State Aquatic Centre, the Sleeman Sports Centre, at Chandler which has 4 pools including
