forge ahead 
The major redevelopments of the 
Wimborne and David Parr parks in 
Alexandra Hills will start soon, with 
completion later in the year.

BUDGET

IndigiScapes’ next stage underway
Council’s IndigiScapes expansion 
project, which has its main 
construction program scheduled 
to continue until June next year, is 
an investment in the city’s tourism-
related infrastructure.

The new propagation sheds 
at the Capalaba centre are 
nearing completion, with work to 
progress on a range of substantial 
improvements and attractions.

Apart from upgrades to toilet 
facilities and the front entry, these 
will include a new and improved 
café for the sale of bush tucker, 
a new interpretation space, new 
theatrette/conference building and 
administration area. The project 
also includes a new southern 
garden landscape area and 
a skywalk.

In order to complete the main 
construction works, there will be 

some impact on current services 
and operations at IndigiScapes, so 
look out for more information on 
these temporary disruptions closer 
to when works commence. Any 
inconvenience will be well worth it, 
with the result being an exceptional 
attraction for both locals and 
visitors. During this time, extension 
services will still be in operation.

Council has budgeted $2.1 million 
this year for the new facilities, with 
a commitment also from the State 
Government. The are scheduled to 
be fully open by mid-2019 year. It 
is envisaged that the skywalk and 
some building work not associated 
with public use of the centre will be 
completed by the end of 2019.

IndigiScapes has grown from just 
8500 visitors in 2001 to currently 
attracting more than 46,700 
visitors a year.

Roadworks 
and reseals
Residents will see plenty of 
activity by roadwork crews 
in the Capalaba part of the 
division. 

Works are scheduled this 
financial year for parts of 
Eugenia Court, Honeymyrtle
