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Island barge
ramp update

The procurement documents
are currently being prepared for
the Coochiemudlo Island barge
ramp project.

With the cost of upgrading the
island’s barge ramp and berthing
piles to top $1 million, tenders are
being called for the work.

It is hoped that the evaluation
will be completed in time for
construction to begin next year.

The project includes provision of

a temporary barge landing area

to operate during construction to
ensure continuity of barge services
to the island.
