Population and age Breakdown
POPULATION CHANGE

Wellington Point had a population of 11,893 in 2021 and experienced a 
moderate growth of 317 residents when compared to the previous Census 
period. The median age in the suburb was 43, which was similar to 
Redland City’s median age.

Couple family with children (47%) continued to be the dominant family 
type in Wellington Point.  Family households (82%) also continued to be 
the main household type in 2021.

Majority of residents were born in Australia (73%), and 2.2% of 
residents identified as Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander. Almost 
1 in 3 residents (30%) reported having one or more long term health 
conditions. 597 residents reported requiring assistance with core 
activities due to a disability. Almost half (49%) of residents who reported 
the need for assistance were older people (65+).

Wellington Point’s labour force increased from 6,310 in 2016 to 
6,496 in 2021 and the participation rate declined by 0.9%. While the 
unemployment rate declined from 5.2% to 3.9% between the two Census 
periods, the proportion of Wellington Point residents working full time 
declined by 3.2%.

Unpaid care is an important contributor to economic and community well-
being. In Wellington Point, the percentage of residents aged 15 and over 
providing disability assistance rose from 11.7% to 13.5%, while volunteers 
declined by 3.9%.
Health Care and Social Assistance remained the top employing industry, 
followed by Construction and Education and Training. The COVID-19 
pandemic and the acceptance of flexible work arrangements resulted in a 
13.3% increase in people working from home.
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
